A silky skillet of salmon bathed in a lemon-herb cream, nestled 
with tender baby leeks and tossed with your favourite pasta for a 
luxurious weeknight meal. Prep time: 15 minutes. Cooking time: 
20 minutes. Serves four.

Method
1.	 Cook the pasta – bring a large pot of salted water to the boil 

and cook the pasta according to the package instructions. 
Drain and set aside.

2.	 Cook the fish – season the salmon or trout fillets with salt 
and pepper. Heat the Garlic Banhoek Chilli Oil in a large frying 
pan over medium heat. Fry the fillets for 3-4 minutes on each 
side until just cooked through.

Eden: Soul Of Africa by 
Armand Grobler
Botswana’s Okavango Delta, Kalahari 
and Tuli wildernesses are some of 
the most spectacular and richly 
valuable conservation areas in the 
world. Wildlife photographer Armand 
Grobler loves to tell stories with 
his pictures of the creatures who 
inhabit these spaces, and Eden: 
Soul Of Africa begins with potent 
images – a crocodile with open 
jaws, a bushpig from extremely close 
quarters and a more than life-size 
portrait of a leopard, all before the 
foreword! The bulk of the storytelling 
is visual, but thrillingly written 
anecdotes and thoughtful poetry 
and quotes support a mesmerising 
selection of photographs taking 
in all aspects of life in the wild – 
huge and tiny creatures, cycles 
of life and death and more.

Welcome To Derry (18LVH)
In this Showmax series, which 
serves as a prequel to the IT 
movies, based on Stephen King’s 
terrifying novel of the same 
name, viewers are taken to 
the town where Pennywise the 
clown first surfaced in popular 
culture. This story takes place in 
1962, as this evil presence only 
slips into the mainstream every 
27 years (the original film was 
released in 1989), allowing for a 
textured depiction of the period. 
The action includes gory and 
unapologetically horrific episodes, 
with the creepy supernatural 
aspects of King’s storytelling. 
But there is also the social 
commentary the author is famous 
for, and the prejudice evident 
in Derry is painfully evident in 
contemporary America and beyond.

History Of The World 
Part II (16LP)
This Disney+ series sees the 
humour and style of Mel Brooks 
(now 99 years old) return to the 
screen, with comedian and actor 
Nick Kroll taking the sort of roles 
Brooks filled in the 1981 movie 
History Of The World Part I. The 
series offers broad, often absurd, 
satire with no subject given any 
leeway, be it religion, politics, 
war and more. Short skits 
keep viewers’ interest, with 
longer narratives broken into 
several short segments (which 
can be an issue if you don’t 
like one particular thread).        
As with anything where beliefs 
and opinions are questioned 
or mocked, the success 
of the gags is uneven, but 
there’s plenty to giggle at.

This issue: Corruption, clowns, photographs and funnies

The Cape Town revealed through the eyes 
of the characters in Mike Nicol’s thrillers 
is not a fun place, peopled with gangsters, 
disgruntled military types, hitmen and 
corrupt politicians. If you’re lucky enough 
not to experience this side of the city in 
reality, however, Nicol’s writing provides 
an extremely satisfying way to explore the 
landscape. Careful, complex plotting is 
supported by a writing style – lean, punchy, 
no-nonsense sentences – that sets up and 
then unflinchingly maintains tension and 
pace that makes Hammerman difficult to 
put down.

The inspiration for the plot here comes 
from real-life events involving international 

assassination operations, 
and the reminder of what 
was or what might have 
been historically adds 
extra impact to an already 
hard-hitting, exhilarating 
story. The characters – 
some of Nicol’s regulars, 
others newcomers – are 
all edgily convincing, with 
even the good guys being 
less than clean, shiny, 
middle-of-the-road types. 
Secret intelligence services, 
private investigators, 
apartheid soldiers and 
members of government 
all have agendas that only 
they know about and are willing to go to 

criminal (and sometimes 
lethal) lengths to service. 
That the villains’ greed 
and disregard for the 
welfare of others who 
might get in their way 
are fictional is hardly 
a comfort, as daily 
news headlines reflect 
similar narratives, and 
at least here, there is a 
suggestion that someone 
wants to try to do the 
right thing. 

Nicol never makes 
it plain sailing for his 
heroes, though, and 
Hammerman remains 

gritty and urgently compelling throughout.

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And yet, in the bush, there is a creature that lives life at 
a very different pace – and it gives lessons in patience 
that no app could provide.

Watch a giraffe approach a waterhole – it’s not like 
watching an impala dip its head for a quick sip.

The long legs that make it such a majestic presence 
are, ironically, a logistical nightmare when it comes to 
getting a drink. To reach the water, a giraffe must splay 
its legs at an awkward angle, bend that elegant neck 
low and expose itself completely. It’s like watching the 
world’s tallest yoga practitioner attempt a forward fold 
without falling over.

But before even attempting this precarious operation, 
the giraffe stood there. And stood there. And then stood 
there some more. I could practically hear it thinking, “Is 
it safe? Do I really need this sip of water, or can I just 
tough it out?” Sitting comfortably on the deck of a lodge,

it felt like an eternity. For the giraffe, it was a matter of 
life and death.

Each second of hesitation was not procrastination, but 
calculation. Lowering its head meant losing its primary 
advantage – height. From up high, a giraffe can spot 
predators long before they get too close. But bent over 
like an origami experiment gone wrong, it is vulnerable.

Finally, after what must have been 10 full minutes of 
deliberation, the giraffe began its slow-motion descent. 
Knees bent, legs spread wide, neck lowering millimetre 
by millimetre. And then at last, with a final stretch, it 
reached the water.

The first gulp was followed by another, then another. 
The giraffe drank as though it had earned every drop. 
When it finally straightens up again, it’s another 
production worthy of a standing ovation.

The giraffe isn’t in a hurry. It can’t afford to be.           
Its survival depends on waiting, on assessing, on 
holding off until the right moment. We humans might 
benefit from a similar approach.

Imagine pausing before sending that hasty email.      
Or waiting a beat before buying that random gadget.    
In a culture where we’ve convinced ourselves that now 
is always best, perhaps the giraffe is onto something.

Of course, we don’t face lions lurking by our water 
coolers (though Monday meetings come close), but we 
do live with a constant barrage of pressure to act fast. 
What if slowing down – even just occasionally – is not 
a weakness, but a strength? Maybe we can relearn the 
importance of savouring life’s simple pleasures because 
we waited for them..
